REFERRALS:  SCV SELPA and NLACRC shall work cooperatively to meet the needs of all 
children eligible for services under Part C of the Individuals With Disabilities Act (IDEA).  The 
term eligible infant or toddler means: infants and toddlers from birth to thirty-six months of age 
who demonstrate developmental delay in one or more of five areas: (1) cognitive development; 
(2) physical and motor development, including vision and hearing, (3) communication 
development; (4) social or emotional development, or (5) adaptive  development.  For SCV 
SELPA the term, “eligible infant or toddler, “ means infants and toddlers from birth to age thirty-
six months who have been diagnosed with a solely low incidence disability (deaf/hard of 
hearing, visually impaired, severely orthopedically impaired, and/or deaf/blind).  NLACRC 
and SCV SELPA shall use this agreement to expedite the referral process.

The role of the service coordinator is to participate in the development and 
review of the Individual Family Service Plan (IFSP) and to facilitate and coordinate the delivery 
of services.  The service coordinator must be knowledgeable about eligible infants and 
toddlers, Part C Law and Regulations, the nature and scope of service under Part C of IDEA, 
California’s Early Start Services Act, and the system of payments for services.  SCV SELPA or 
NLACRC shall identify potential service coordinators. The selection of a service coordinator is 
made with family approval.

It is 
the policy of the Department of Developmental Services and the California Department of 
Education that resolution of disputes be sought at the lowest possible administrative level.  The 
entire dispute resolution process must be completed within 120 calendar days.
